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The Teachers’ feedback on curriculum for the academic year 2020-2021 was collected from all the 

teaching faculty members of the college. 84 teachers responded for the well structured questionnaire 

consisting of 10 questions. 

 The analysis of the feedback is given below: 

 40% of the teachers strongly agree that the courses available in the program are adequate. 

 The results reveals that 70% of the teachers agree that the course content is relevant and need 

based 

 61% teachers agree that the course outcomes are well defined 

 65 % of the respondents agree that course contents have enough scope for development of 

analytical, logical, technical and creative skills to the students 

 It is found that 40% teachers agree that Course activities are relevant for development of 

various skills for employment and self – employment 

 60% of the teachers agree that the college has good ambience for effective delivery of the 

academic process 

 Majority of the teachers agree that the syllabus has good balance between theory and 

application 

 Most of the teachers agree that courses motivate students to use various resources that are 

available in the college and outside for their effective learning 

 The results reveals that the college has enough relevant resources which are updated regularly 

for teaching learning purposes 

 Most of the teachers agree that the college gives enough opportunities for self-development
